Rules and guidelines for participating in IFAA’s 2011 Children’s Program

· Current Members:  Children of eligible members must be registered for the event on or before December 1, 2011 in order to guarantee participation.  Walk-in participation is permitted, but on a first come basis and is contingent on availability of time.  
· Non-members: Non-members of IFAA must first complete the membership application form for 2012 and make the payment for 2012 membership along with the registration form on or before December 1, 2011 to guarantee participation.  Same walk-in rules for registration as for current members.
· Children should be between the ages 5 and 18 years.
· Children interested in performing carnatic music should have adequate training to, at a minimum, sing (or play on an instrument) a Geetham. If presenting slokas it must have musical value.

· Children interested in other Classical Indian Arts must demonstrate skill levels similar to the requirement for carnatic music 
· Time limit for children’s program:

· 1 to 2 participants – 5 mts

· 3 to 6 participants – 8 mts

· 6 to 10 participants – 15 mts

· Above 10 participants  – 20 mts

· IFAA will finalize the list of participants, their events and time allotment based on eligibility requirements, request made in the registration and the available time for the whole children’s program. This information will be made public on the day of the program. 
· The recognition of the participating children will take place at the end of the program by giving each participating child a memento from IFAA.

· While the participation is limited to the children of IFAA members only, all are welcome to attend the program

· Please come at the beginning and stay till the end so that ALL the children get the encouragement they deserve. Unless it is an emergency, please avoid leaving in the middle of the program.
· Snacks will be provided for the kids only.
· There will be a 10 minute General body meeting during the program. The general body meeting is restricted to current members only.
